We shall have talked, We will have talked

They have talked

They had talked

There are other English verb tenses but the above are the ones mainly used in Swedish.

SWEDISH CLASS |

Class I rule:
-add “r” for present tense

-add “de” for past tense
-add “t” for perfect tense

Tala (to speak, or talk) similar conjugation: Prata (to talk, chat) pratar, pratade, pratat

-add “er” instead of “a” for present tense
-add “de” instead of “a” for past tense
-add “t” instead of “a” for perfect tense

-add “t” instead of “a” for perfect tense

SWEDISH CLASS I11

Class Il verbs are short in length (one syllable) and end in a vowel (a,e,l,0,u,3,4,0)

Class Il rule:

-add “r” for present tense
-add “dde” for past tense
-add “tt” for perfect tense

KI& (to dress)

Bo (to live, inhabit, dwell, reside)

I live, I lived, | have lived, | had lived

SWEDISH CLASS IV

Irregular verbs — frequently end with “it” in the perfect tense, but the past can vary from verb to verb

Bita (to bite) similar conjugation: Sova (to sleep), sover, sov, sovit, Skriva (to write) skriver, skrev, skrvit

| bite, | bit, | have bitten, | had bitten

Veta (to know, 100%) , Vilja (to want) vill, ville, velat

Dricka (to drink) dricker, drack, druckit en dryck (a drink, alcoholic)
Sitta (to sit) sitter, satt, suttit



THE IMPERATIVE

Using a verb as a command to do something
e.g, Speak, Run, Go, Drink, Play

Rule: If the verb is Class I then use all of the verb, otherwise remove the ending ‘a’ if there is one.

Imperative Verb Class Swedish Imperative
Speak! Tala I Tala!

Run! Springa \Y/ Spring!

Go! Ga \Y/ Gal

Drink! Dricka \Y Drick!

Play! Spela I Spelal

Play! (children) | Leka I1:B (T) Lek!

ENGLISH CONTINUOUS TENSE

Present Continuous | am writing, he is writing

Past Continuous | was writing, they were writing

Future Continuous I shall be writing, he will be writing
Futire in the Past Continuous I should be writing, he would be writing

The continuous tense is generally not used in spoken Swedish but can be formed if required by removing the “a”
at the end of the verb if there is one and adding “ende” to the verb.

So “G4” is the Swedish verb to Go, and “Géende” means “Going”.
“Géaende” is commonly seen on street signs for “Pedestrians”.

Ga (to go) Class IV
Aka (to ride, to travel) I1: T Aker, Akte, Akt

Jag gar hem (I walk hem) Ga. Gick, Gott jag gar (I go). Jag gick (I went), Jag har gatt (1 have gone)
Jag aker hem (I travel hem) Jag aker buss (I am on the bus), , vi ska dka buss (vi shall get the bus)
Resa (travel)

“Fara (travel)”



Halsa (to greet), Class |

Present: Jag hélsar (I greet)

Past: Jag hélsade (I greeted)

Future: Jag ska halsa (I will greet)

Conditional: Jag skulle halsa (I should greet)

Present Perfect: Jag har hélsat (I have greeted)

Past Perfect: Jag hade halsat (I had greeted)

Future Perfect: Jag kommer att ha hélsat (I am going to have greeted)

Conditional Perfect: Jag skulle ha hélsat dig men jag hade inte tid (I should have greeted you but
I didn’t have time)

mig = me

dig = you

er = them (plural)
era = them (plural)
dem (dom) = them
De = They
